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MY PERSPECTIVE

Getting along...

As Paul began the letter we call

1 Corinthians he very soon began to deal
with one of the problems he had been told
about: they were beginning to quarrel and
divide based on prominent teachers.

“My brothers and sisters, some from Chloe’s
household have informed me that there are
quarrels among you. What I mean is this: one
of you says, ‘I follow Paul’; another, ‘I follow
Apollos’; another, ‘I follow Cephas; still
another, ‘I follow Christ.”” (1 Corinthians
1:11-12 NIV)

How close to home does that hit for us?
Do we follow teachers that are popular? —
and if they say something, then it must
be correct! Whatever happened to
“searching the Scriptures daily to see if
these things are so”? Although we may
not be as divided over teachers as these
Christians were, there are those who
place what a particular teacher says

above what Jesus said.

This unhealthy emphasis on men was
leading to their not agreeing with each
other and not being able to present a
united message.

The problem was that their emphasis was
in the wrong place. Perhaps some had it
right when they insisted that “I follow
Christ” (although they could have been
using this in a divisive way). When we
place our focus on people, no matter how
good a teacher they are, we take our focus
off Jesus, which is where it should be.

Why do we tend to follow some
teachers? Is it because we like what they
say? Does what they teach align with
what we already believe? Do we like the

clever way they have of putting their
points across? Do they impress us with
their knowledge and education? Notice
what Paul said about his teaching.

“When I came to you, I did not come with
eloquence or human wisdom as I proclaimed to
you the testimony about God. For I resolved to
know nothing while I was with you except Jesus
Christ and him crucified.” (1 Cor. 2:1-2)

Isn’t this what it is about? It isn’t about
you or me or this teacher or that speaker.
It is about Jesus. Our teaching needs to
be centred on Jesus. Our thoughts need
to be centred on him. Our lives need to
be focused on him.

Paul’s message was not a popular one and
easily offended first century sensibilities.
One subject that was to always be avoided
was that of crucifixion. Cicero, a Roman
statesman (106-43 BC), said, “the very
mention of the cross should be far
removed not only from a Roman citizen's
body, but from his mind, his eyes, his
ears”. Yet this was the message Paul
proclaimed everywhere he went. He
preached a crucified Messiah. No wonder
it was a stumbling-block to Jews and
foolishness to Gentiles (1 Cor 1:23)!

It was this offensive message that should
have united Christians at Corinth.
Perhaps it wasn’t polished enough or
sensitive enough, but it was the only
message that could lead people to
forgiveness and eternal life.

May we be united on Jesus’ death and
resurrection. If we could just do this our
squabbles and rivalries would disappear.

Sometimes we may not be as impressed
with the fulfilled prophecies we find in the
pages of Scripture as we should be. We read
a prophecy in the Old Testament and find
its fulfilment in the New. But do we realise
all that had to happen for it to be fulfilled?
Matthew wrote for a Jewish audience and
quoted the Jewish Scriptures. When he
wrote about the birth and early life of the
Messiah he referred to the writings of the
prophets — let us look at the first of these.

“When he had called together all the people’s chief
priests and teachers of the law, he asked them where
the Messiah was to be born. ‘In Bethlehem in Judea,”
they replied, “for this is what the prophet has written:
“But you, Bethlehem, in the land of Judah, are by no
means least among the rulers of Judah; for out of you
will come a ruler who will shepherd my people
Israel.””” (Matthew 2:4-6 NIV)

When Herod the Great asked where the
Messiah was to be born the Jewish leaders
quoted a prophecy found in Micah 5:2-4.
We know by this time that Jesus had been
born in Bethlehem so we realise that this is
where the wise men needed to go. But how
did his parents happen to be in Bethlehem?
They weren’t from this area. They were
from the northern village of Nazareth. Mary
lived there. Joseph was a builder there.
They were betrothed, committed to
marrying each other. So how did they end
up many miles from their home?

It was the Romans who created the reason
they needed to be in Bethlehem. It was a
census, which the Romans took every
fourteen years. We have the actual documents
from each census from AD 20 to 270. Luke
gives us information about this census.

“In those days Caesar Augustus issued a decree that
a census should be taken of the entire Roman world.
(This was the first census that took place while
Quirinius was governor of Syria.) And everyone
went to their own town to register.” (Luke 2:1-3)

Because we have the census information from
AD 20 on, and because they happened every
fourteen years, we know there would have
been one in AD 6, which would have been the
second while Quirinius was governor of Syria.
The first would have been fourteen years
before this, or in 9 BC - yet no one gives this
as the year of Jesus’ birth (and he wasn’t born
in the year ‘0’ as that date never existed).
Most place Jesus’ birth around 6-4 BC due to
the reign of Herod. So what happened?

There was a delay for some reason and the
census didn’t take place at the correct time
but was a few years late — keeping in mind
that there were not electronic means to
report and all these types of administrative
functions took far longer than they do
today. But it seems that this one was
delayed for around four or five years.

Joseph and Mary, being of the tribe of
Judah, were required to go to their ancestral
home to enrol in this census just at the
time that Mary was full-term and needed to
deliver her baby. But think about that for a
minute — God had to arrange for her to
become pregnant by the Holy Spirit (Luke
1:35) at the precise time to coincide with
their being in Bethlehem for the delivery
which would allow Jesus to fulfil the
prophecy of Micah.

At first glance it might seem that all of this
was a coincidence, but I would suggest that
God didn’t fulfil prophecies by coincidence!
God works so that everything happens at
the right time and place — and this is seen
especially in the birth of the Messiah.

When we read a prophecy and find its
fulfilment, take time to think about all that
had to happen to make ensure that the
prediction was fulfilled.

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Be still and

know God

THE FINAL WORD

“Be still and know that I am God.”
(Psalm 46:10)

This Psalm is taking the reader for a
speedy journey around the countryside
looking at mountains, sea, rivers, temples,
war zones — and then in two words brings
the whole journey to a stop. ‘Be still’.

This cry of the writer knows that there
is only so much that we can take in.
Our eyes stream with tears, our heart
aches with pain, our hands tremble
with anxiety. We cannot bear the
problems of nature nor the disasters of
the world on our own shoulders. Each
one of us is flesh and blood. There
comes a time in each of our lives when
we step out of the warmth of childhood
into the cold realisation that life can be
naked and vulnerable. We are not the
apple of the eye of loving relatives. We
try to take our responsibilities in life
and do our best but often our best is
not good enough. We do not know how
to phrase feelings either good or bad.
We are pushed along, stopping and
starting like a car in a traffic jam.

Then we must face our God, particularly
in the form of a crucified Jesus. We are
offered salvation; we grasp it, falling in
love with the one who first loved us.
Then we start to grow in grace, in

knowledge of the scriptures, in
responsibilities to the congregation. We
learn that we are given gifts from the
Spirit of God for the benefit of the
people of God and responsibility starts
to weigh heavy on our shoulders.

Jesus calls us to carry our cross and
sometimes it is a heavy load. Perhaps we
do not feel that we can carry everyone’s
heartaches, we cannot heal the scars of
life’s tragedies nor can we be all things
to all people all the time. It is then that
we need to remember the words spoken
three thousand years ago — ‘Be still and
know that I am God’. That may mean
backing off from something, somehow.
Each one of us is the Temple of the Holy
Spirit and our time here is limited.

Does this mean that we can rust out
rather than wear out? I do not believe so,
but our spirit, soul and body may need to
be refreshed. Sometimes the worship of
our God in the assembly does not revive
us — in fact it can sometimes increase our
burden. We need peace and there only
seems concern; we need quiet in a world
of noise. ‘Be still and know that I am God’.

Perhaps we do feel the need to run away.
Will Christians understand if we slip out
of the mantle of responsibility? Possibly
and possibly not for everyone can be
facing the same difficulties. Should we,
can we, duck out to ‘Be still’? Can we be
still long enough to know God?

Hear our prayer for mercy, O God. The world
and the responsibilities of our lives sometimes are
so heavy we cannot see you. We rush through our
lives craving time with you, but when it begins to
be quiet the noise starts over again and it seems
we can never quite be still long enough. Touch us
with your care, heal us with your gentleness and
renew us with your zeal. Amen.
